Our signature four hour night walk ‘Twilight Encounter’ is an experience
that allows visitors to enter the Waipoua forest at a unique time; a time
experienced by not many; a time when its inhabitants change; a time when
seeing is replaced with listening and a time when the clouds and sun are
replaced by stars and the moon.

Our forty-minute Meet Tane experience designed for groups requires a
minimum of 15 pax to operate. With minimal time available, our guides
and the interactive tools they use, entertain and educate groups regarding
the importance of this environment, its role and past roles. The normally
five minute Tane Mahuta walk can now through Maori song, story, and
ecological interpretation be turned into a 40-minute immensely satisfying
and memorable experience found nowhere else in New Zealand.
